The photograph is of ‘one of our own’ 
namely Harry who is currently strutting his 
stuff in Intermediate Class under the 
guidance of his owner David Bell. 
 
Harry was born in Victoria, in a litter of 13, 
and started obedience training at the 
Peninsula Dog Club.  He had a 12 month 
break after moving to WA due mainly to the 
fact that David forgot to tell Harry how hot it 
gets in Perth.  Harry has found this out and 
has insisted that David provide him with his 
own fan, swimming pool and air 
conditioned kennel albeit, to date, he only 
has a fan!! 
 
David told me that the two most common 
questions he gets asked is “How much 
does Harry weigh?” and “How much does 
he eat?”.  David said that when he was 
officially weighed 6 months ago aged 18 
months, he nudged the scales at 95kg 
although he suspects that he has snuck on 
a few more kilos since.

This gentle giant makes an ideal family pet for those 
with the room to accommodate it.  Care must, 
however, be taken to select a St Bernard pup from a 
kennel renowned for producing stock both free of hip 
dysplasia (to which the breed is prone) and with the 
good temperament for which it is renowned. 
 
The breed takes its name from the refuge of St 
Bernard in the Alps founded shortly before the year 
AD 1000 by a young nobleman, Bernard de Menthon.  
Its purpose was to give shelter to travellers over the 
pass, and those who might have become buried in 
the snow. 
 
Following Bernard’s death the refuge continued to 
offer hospitality, but it was not until the middle of the 
17th Century that the monks, who by then ran the 
refuge, made the decision to enlist the aid of dogs 
capable of withstanding the rigours of the Alps to 
rescue travellers. 
 
Some sources credit the monks with having crossed 
German Mastiffs with Pyrenean Mountain Dogs to 
create the St Bernard.  More likely, it is a descendant 
of the Tibetan Mastiff. 
 
The breed faced extinction around 1820 but a 
dedicated band of dog fanciers continued breeding 
and were successful in producing the fine dog we 
know today.  Although there are long-haired varieties 
generally they are short-haired to avoid snow 
gathering in their hair.
