If you come to training early, you will have
seen a group of dogs working. This is the
pre-trial class who are getting ready to enter
Canine Association of WA Obedience Trials.

Why Trial?_If you enjoy training your dog
and want to get the best you can out of the
team that is you and your dog, preparing for
and entering trials gives your training a
focus. All of us need goals and, once we
have finished our basic training, the goal of
entering a trial keeps us carrying on with our
training and builds communication and
teamwork between dog and handler. The
bonus is that if we gain three qualifying
scores, we can put the letters CCD
(Community Companion Dog) or CD
(Companion Dog) after our dog’s name.

What's Involved ? Probably the worst part is
that the Pre-trial class starts at 8.00 am and
getting out of bed to be at the ground at 8
o'clock on a Sunday morning isn't easy. |
know a lot of you look at the dogs in the pre-
trial group and think “My dog could never be
that good”. Remember, neither were they
when they started.

To feel at ease in the class, your dog should
be able to walk to heel on lead, do stands,
downs and sits fairly reliably and be able to
stay in a sit or a down, with the handler fairly
close, for about 1 minute. You do not have
to be perfect! Your dog needs to do these
things most of the time. If one thing is
causing trouble (eg downs) don’t let that
hold you back — in time, it will come.

The Pre-Trial class will teach you how to
teach your dog the exercises required for the
various CAWA titles and also give you the
chance to practice them in a trial setting at
our members’ competitions which are held,
on average, quarterly.

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The tracking fanatics have now been working in the
pines for a few weeks and all dogs, beginners and
more experienced, are moving along on a flood of
enjoyment and enthusiasm. Their handlers are
learning heaps about communication — canine variety.
They have begun to learn that a dog following a
human track works quite differently from a dog who
has found a fascinating kangaroo track - and it is vital
to be able to pick the difference since the pines have
a large resident population of roos and emus, not to
mention rabbits and foxes. Tracking is often likened
to “following ghosts” that only the dog can see and
our aim in training our dogs is not to teach them how
to track — they already know — but to teach them to
follow the particular ghost that we ask them to.

This year we are trying out some new and slightly
different training methods — and we are thrilled with
the progress all our dogs are making, especially the
beginners. We began with two seminars for
beginners at Lumen Christi College, working on
school ovals rather than in the bush. This gave the
beginners a head start and they made the transition to
bush tracking without any problems.

If you enjoy being in the bush on a beautiful brisk
Saturday morning and would like to “have a go”,
tracking training is held every Saturday morning in the
Gnangara pine plantation (entrance is about 1.5 km
East of the Beechboro Rd /Gnangara Rd intersection
— look for all the cars) at 7.45 am. Beginners are most
welcome.

If you would like to see the “big picture”, TrackWest
holds Tracking Trials in which the dogs are tested and
can earn Tracking titles. The first one for the year is
on May 17" (Saturday) at the Gnangara Pine
Plantation, starting at 8 am. On trial days we have
fabulous lunches, thanks to Jim and his mobile
kitchen which can produce roast beef, pork and
potatoes.(cost $5) You are very welcome to come
along and observe or to be a tracklayer for us (we
haven't lost a tracklayer yet !) If you would like to
come to a trial or would like any further information,
ring Judy on 9405 2790 or Lynne on 9401 8995.

‘She who must be obeyed’ and |
are pleased to confess that we, with both Chilli and
Flossy, have recently joined the tracking fraternity and
a brilliant time we are having too. The dogs love it
and it is an activity that we recommend - as an
addition to obedience.
