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| was born to a family of 5 girls in a remote but beautiful area in
Germany on a small farm. | loved all farm animals and as a child
spent most of the time playing with the calves, piglets, chicks, cats
and of course my dogs. When | was in trouble my parents knew
where to find me, in the dog kennel with my German Shepherd X
who constantly looked out for me.

When | was about 12 years of age, | peeped through a gap of the
door as our mobile butcher came to kill one of our adult pigs. That
incident changed my diet forever. It took me a couple of years to
convince my parents and sisters and friends that | wasn’t insane
but just didn't (couldn’'t) eat any form of meat, chicken or fish
anymore — and | am still sticking to it.

Dogs have always been my “best friends” and | would n't like to be without one.

A big event in my life was the move to Aussie Land in 1982. After 2 years in Australia | was
given, what | thought, was a German Shepherd X puppy but it turned out to be a Dingo and
unfortunately he was unmanageable. If | only would have known more about dog training at
that time — but | am not sure if it would have stopped the all-night howling sessions which the
neighbours really appreciated. This Dingo really made me think twice about getting another
dog. So | had a big break of 4 years without a K9 companion.

Then after a house break-in | decided it was time to get a German Shepherd and purchased
a 1 year old teenager from a Dog Pound. After a couple of month the dog was diagnosed
with severe Heartworm — our Hunter was treated for 1 year with injections and meds and
survived, but he only reached the age of 7. To make the story short, after a while my
children and | did some research on dogs and we bought the most special dog from a well
respected breeder. It was our Rasputin, a long-coat black and tan German Shepherd. |
joined the German Shepherd Dog Training Club and trained my puppy at the Padbury
grounds every week for 4 years. | was so proud that he won a couple of ribbons at novice
obedience trials.

We heard about the great training methods and friendly atmosphere at the Joondalup Dog
Training Club from a good friend, our former Head Trainer Michelle deWyn, and joined the
Joondalup Dog Training Club with Rasputin. My dog, family and | had the best time at the
Club and | could see that my dog really enjoyed the training sessions and the interaction with
all dog breeds and not only Shepherds. The instructors were skilful and down-to-earth. After
a year's training | joined the Club as a Committee member and shortly after completed a
special Instructor’'s course the Club provided and commenced instructing classes at the Club
on Sunday mornings which | find enjoyable and rewarding. As for Rasputin he enjoyed the
training for all of his 13 years and was so excited every Sunday morning to show off his skills
— believe me, we still miss him and he never will be forgotten.

On a different note, | am a very lucky individual, as | had the chance to work together with a
special man with whom 1 fell in love and we got married last year in October. The great thing
is that my Peter has a strong love for dogs as well and likes to help people train their dogs at
the Joondalup Dog Club on Sunday mornings. Now we have 2 Bernese Mountain Dogs and
enjoy playing, training and caring for them. | am certain that everyone agrees that a trained
dog is a wonderful companion and great company.
